TENTATIVE ITINERARY
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Day One: Our 2-day adventure will begin as we depart from Edinburgh around 9:30 a.m. and travel west passing Linlithgow Palace, birthplace of Mary Queen of Scots, you will learn about the history of the Palace as we continue on toward Stirling, with it's imposing castle and views to the  Wallace Monument. We will pass Doune Castle, set of Monty Python's "Holy Grail" before making a brief stop in Callander. From there we will travel into the Highlands and north past Loch Luibnaig, Loch Earn, through Glen Ogle and Glen Dochart, up over the wild and remote Rannoch Moor into Glencoe. This haunting glen was the scene of a great massacre in 1692 where many of the Clan Macdonald were slaughtered. We stop in this imposing mountain pass to take you for a walk around Glencoe Lochan where you will get amazing views. Continuing north and up the Great Glen to Loch Ness. We travel the whole 23 miles of the famous Loch - plenty of time to try and spot "Nessie!" From here we will travel to our overnight destination were you will have free time to explore.  OVERNIGHT : INVERNESS
Day Two: We have a full day planned today before heading back to Edinburgh, and it will begin around 9 a.m. with a pick up from your accommodations. From there we will travel south along Loch Ness, stopping on the way for some photos of this world famous Loch. Half way down the Loch, we head west into Glen Affric. This is a very beautiful and unique area, being one of the last remaining pockets of native Caledonian Pine Forest left standing. This landscape will take you back in time to how Scotland would have looked 500 years ago. This location was used in the film "Last of the Mohicans". We can spend some time here and enjoy a walk through the forest, alongside the River Affric. From Glen Affric, we go east to Drumnadrochit, home of the Nessie Centre and Urquhart Castle, before traveling south again along [image: image3.png]


Loch Ness to Fort Augustus. Here we will have time for lunch here and the possibility of spotting "Nessie" on a boat trip around the loch. From there we will head south now through the Grampian Mountains along Loch Laggan, famous now as "Monarch of the  Glen Country" before passing Dawhinnie, home to Scotland's highest whisky Distillery, and onwards past Blair Castle stopping for refreshments before heading back to Edinburgh past Perth and over the Forth Road Bridge.
